	Abridged Course Description 

	This is a course for undergraduate students in the nursing major, which consists of theoretical lectures at the university for a semester and 48 actual teaching hours, which is presented to nursing students at the third-year level, and which describes the skills and goals that must be achieved as a student in the nursing major.
