	This course provides a comprehensive exploration of key pharmacological principles and their application in clinical practice, focusing on drug mechanisms, therapeutic uses, and nursing implications. It emphasizes safe medication administration, the critical role of nurses in monitoring and managing patient care, and strategies to prioritize patient safety. The course will help students, using critical thinking skills, evidence-based decision-making, and acknowledging the ethical responsibilities of medication management, to confidently deliver safe, effective, and patient-centered care in diverse healthcare settings.

	Course Objectives

	1. Describe in detail to students the foundational pharmacological principles, including key terms, drug classification and regulation, dosage forms, and routes of administration.
2. Assist students to identify the processes of pharmacokinetics & pharmacodynamics, focusing on drug-receptor interactions and their relevance to drug efficacy and safety.
3. Discuss/explain to students the pharmacology, mechanisms, clinical applications, and nursing considerations of key drug classes used in a range of health conditions and contexts at healthcare settings.
4. Enable students to explore safe medication administration practices, patient monitoring, and the role of nurses in managing drug therapy to optimize patient outcomes.
5. Empower/assist students to utilize the critical thinking and evidence-based decision-making to recognize the ethical and practical challenges of pharmacological care in healthcare settings.
