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In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the analytical 

descriptive method by preparing a questionnaire, (21) values of tourism education. The 

validity and stability of statistical methods were verfied, adopting the idea as a unit of 

analysis. 

The study showed a number of results, the most important of which are: The total 

values of tourism education included in the books of civil and social education for the 

fourth, fifth, sixth and seventh grades in Jordan amounted to (370) values distributed to 

these books of classes. It was found that  most values of tourism education  are included 

in the books of the fifth grade, (32.72%) of the total values of tourism education. Then 

follows the seventh grade with (118) values, and by percentage (31.89%) of the total 

values of tourism education. Tourism education for the fourth grade comes in the third 

place with (68) values, and by percentage (18.37%) of the total values of tourism 

education, and then came the values of tourism education for the sixth grade in the 

fourth ranking (63) and 17.02% of the total values of education  

 

The study concluded with a number of recommendations which included: Increasing the 

number of tourism values included by the planners and authors of the books of these grade, 

conducting comparative studies between the books of civil and social  education in Jordan; 

Arab countries and the international stage of the intermediate stage in terms of addressing the 

values of tourism education, and benefit from the experiences of other countries in the 

development of national education curricula in the light of the values of tourism education
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
